Hazardous Waste Pickups.  The pickups for the Tallahassee area are as follows:


April 18, 8 a.m. to 2 p.m., 2727 Municipal Way (just off W. Pensacola 


Street near Messer Field)


May 2, 9 a.m. to 1 p.m., Tallahassee Mall, behind Ross


September 5, 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. Tallahassee Mall, behind Ross

The items that will be accepted include aerosol cans, ammunition, batteries, bleach, drain cleaner, electronics, fire extinguishers, flares and pyrotechnics, fluorescent bulbs and ballasts, gasoline, kerosene, diesel, antifreeze, household cleaners, mercury-containing devices, motor oil, paints and thinners, pesticides, herbicides, lawn and garden chemicals, photographic chemicals, pool chemicals, pressure bottles and tanks, propane bottles and tanks (less than 40 pounds), and tires (one per household).
