BOARD MEETING

March 9, 2009

A meeting of the Board of Directors was held March 9, 2009 at the home of Bill Needham. Board members present were Linda Stalvey (president), Bill Needham (secretary-treasurer), Martin Balinsky, Jim Mann, Tony Tripp and Niki Joyce. 

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m.

Bill Needham presented the secretary’s minutes from the meeting of December 8, 2008. These were approved.

Bill presented the treasurer’s report as of March 7. All bills received have been paid. About three-fourths of the homeowners’ dues have been received. The next reminder mailing will be sent by the end of this week.

As indicated in the December 8 minutes, the CD at Wachovia bank came due in March and had to be renewed or moved by March 9. Interest rates were compared between Wachovia and FSU Credit Union, and the Credit Union rate for a 12-month CD, was better than Wachovia’s (although not really great – one percent as opposed to 0.75 percent.) Linda and Bill agreed that the funds should be transferred to the Credit Union and a new 12-month CD established.  The treasurer’s report was accepted.

REPORTS

County Takeover of Roads and Drainage – Jim Mann reported that the public hearing by the County Board is tentatively set for April 9. He plans to attend.

The small parcel of land on the northeast corner of the intersection of Lakeshore Drive and Nottingham Drive is owned by the Association. A committee of Linda Stalvey, Jim Mann and Bill Needham met with Scott Cassels, the non-Association member who lives at that intersection (3400 Lakeshore Drive), to see if he would be interested in purchasing that parcel. The price would be the per-lot amount of road assessment set by the County for Linene homeowners. Scott understood the proposal and said he would respond. To date, there has not been a specific response although in a recent conversation with Jim Mann, Jim had the impression that Scott might not be interested in purchasing. If that is the case, then the Cassels and any subsequent owners would continue to pay the annual dues and maintain the parcel, per the agreement reached with the original landowner which permits his access to Nottingham across Association property and the restated agreement that was recorded by the owner who sold the property. This parcel will not be deeded to the County as part of the roads takeover project because to do so will nullify the agreement with the homeowner and remove the Association’s ability to collect annual dues from that property.


The Board discussed and voted on the following resolution: 

There has been a good faith offer made to the Cassels for them to purchase the parcel. If that offer is not accepted, then to insure the continued payment of the annual dues and the maintenance of the parcel, the Association will retain ownership of that parcel under the terms and conditions originally established and later restated with the owners of that property. 

COMMITTEES & PROJECTS

Architectural Control – Will Abberger has agreed to continue as chairman. The other two members have declined to continue. Bill Needham and Tony Tripp will join the committee for the coming year.

Beautification – Susan Vernon will continue on the committee but will not chair it. There is need not only for a chair but for several additional people to assist. This will be publicized in the next newsletter.

Maintenance: Jim Mann will chair this committee and will seek additional volunteers to assist, particularly with watering islands. Jim said that one project will be to extend the height of some sprinkler heads on the Locksley entrance island because the plants have grown taller.

Neighborhood Party: Niki Joyce is heading up this project. She reviewed possible dates and will work toward April 19 or 26. Since there is no money budgeted for this, the approach will be to ask people to bring a dish and pay five dollars per household for paper goods and a meat dish.

By-laws revision – Linda pointed out that the by-laws are seriously outdated. However, since they are only seven pages, she thinks this revision can be a Board project. She will circulate the text for comments. The completed revision will be presented to the homeowners for approval. Bill will look into scanning the existing by-laws document into computer format and distributing to Board members.

Other Items: CONA – Linda said that CONA has become more active. Emailed reports will be forwarded to all Board members.  Future meetings – Meetings will be held as needed rather than on a fixed schedule. Mondays at 7 p.m. seem to work well for most of the members. The next meeting will be after the County Board holds its public meeting on the road project. A newsletter will be prepared at that time, and the homeowners directory will also be updated and distributed. Jane Ann Mann will assist with this. Linda asked that the cover page include all Board members’ names, phones. (Emails may be included if Board members agree.) Rules of order – Niki asked about other parliamentary rules of order that might be appropriate to our Association. Bill said he would look into this.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
